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Search Committee Update!

This is a year of growth and development for our education programs and | am looking forward to work-
ing with others to make the programs a success!

As the new Christian Education Director, my primary goal is to work with the teachers and parents to
provide a nurturing and loving space, both physical and emotional, for the children to learn about God'’s
world and about Jesus’ life and love for us. One of the first tasks | tackled to meet this goal was to help
in the moving of offices and classrooms in the Parish House! As a result of the move, we now have a
beautiful room to set up a permanent Atrium for the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd program for the
3 — 6 year old children. The Atrium is a sacred and loving space that belongs to the children and en-
courages their questions and exploration of their relationship with God. | invite you to stop by the
Atrium next time you are in the Parish House — it is located on the second floor in the former church of-
fice space.

Another top goal for this year is to increase enrollment in the church school and to strive for consistent
attendance each week in the classes. This is a challenge in today’s world — every Sunday, churches
compete with many other activities and family demands.

However, coming to church each Sunday
gives adults a respite from the busyness and a place to be with God to “recharge” for the week ahead!
