The problem is
Jesus gets a lot of lip service, but not a lot of play these days. | mean, would he really say
to someone, $God, my Father, created you in a certan way, but in order to follow me, you
must be something different.# | mean, God did crede us, didn#t He? Isn#t that what we arg
told to believe, that God created ALL of us?"

First female voice: [The whole world does make sense with God creating, but then it
also makes sense that we should not despise or be angry with WHAT and HOW God
created. Look at the Samaritans, God made them and Jesus loved reminding the religious
leaders of this. He loved raising the Samaritans, the tax collectors and those particular
types of women up to them as people God also loved. It seems pretty clear to me."

New male voice: Well, all | know is I#m not going back to church,because church people
love to fight with each other over everything."

Older female: !l don#t know. This weekend hasn#t been anythingike that. I#ve seen no
such fighting and bullying or whining and playing the victim from the youth, just the adults."

New female voice: !Yes, everything has been about serving and loving others, taking
chances, being strong in our faith and trying to all work together. This weekend has been
about following Jesus, and being excited and hopeful in doing so."

Loud male voice: That#s it. | love and want to follow Jesus. He was and, | guess still is
really something special and he really does fascinate me, but | don#t like the church.
Nevertheless, with all of this, there is still something in me that would like to work in the
church. | wouldn#t want to be a priest, though. N, | would want to be freer to be more like
Jesus. My priest has to be more like a manager and a referee. But, perhaps that could
change. Perhaps the church could become more like what Jesus envisions. His idea of
Church is here this weekend. If it can be here, why can#t it be back in our home churches?

As | turned the corner, feeling a tad guilty for listening in, | thought it would be an important
thing to share their thoughts and conversation with each one of you. | hope you find it
challenging, but also hopeful and exciting. It is a true gift to listen to the next generation of
the church%

FAMILY SPOTLIGHT
The Costanzo Family

The Costanzo family has returned to Nantucket and
St. Paul's after being away for a year in Belize and
Beaufort, South Carolina. They always had a dream
of taking a year off to travel with their sons.

On June of 2008, the family packed eight rollaways
and was off for three months to the natural beafity
Belize in Central America, and for 9 months to the
#Low Country$ of Beaufort, SC. They chose Belize,
not only for the beauty, but also because it was
English speaking, boasted seven prominent cultures
and was close to fascinating Mayan archeological
sites.

They lived in a thatched roof hut as the baseHeirt
explorations.
